GASKETED - GASKET n pl. -S packing for making something fluid-tight GASKETED adj

GATELEGS - GATELEG n pl. -S a table with extensions supported by movable legs

SHEITELS - SHEITAL n pl. -S a wig worn by a married Jewish woman

PETANQUE - PETANQUE n pl. -S a French form of lawn bowling

CABOVERS - CABOVER n pl. -S a truck having the driver's compartment over the engine

FUNDABLE - FUND v -ED, -ING, -S to provide money for FUNDABLE adj

BOGLANDS - BOGLAND n pl. -S an area of boggy land

BUNHEADS - BUNHEAD n pl. -S a female ballet dancer

LOADABLE - LOAD v -ED, -ING, -S to place in or on a means of conveyance LOADABLE adj

BLOWDART - BLOWDART n pl. -S a dart shot from a blowpipe

LANDFAST - LANDFAST adj attached to the shore -- used of ice

UNHASPED - UNHASP v -ED, -ING, -S to unfasten

VIDALIAS - VIDALIA n pl. -S a sweet onion of the southern U.S.

DISOMIES - DISOMY n pl. -MIES the condition of being disomic

HAFTAROS - HAFTARA n pl. -RAS, -ROS, -ROT, or -ROTH haphtara

UPALONGS - UPALONG n pl. -S a location away from a person or place

GUNPORTS - GUNPORT n pl. -S an opening in a ship or airplane for a gun

PYROHIES - PYROHY n pl. -OGIES pierogi
